Desert 

A desert is defined as a region that receives very little rainfall.  It can be hot or cold.  There are various types of deserts all around the world, from the harsh elements of the Sahara desert in Africa to the 4 deserts of the South-western United States.
Animal in a Desert

The animals that live in the desert usually have special adaptations that allow them to survive the extreme temperatures and conditions that are present in a desert.  A good example of an animal with special adaptations is the camel.  A camel can drink very large amounts of water in one day or survive for a relatively long time without drinking any water.
Lack of water creates a survival problem for all desert organisms, animals and plants alike. However animals have an extra problem - they are more harmful to extreme temperature than plants.
The biological processes of animal tissue can function only within a relatively narrow temperature range. When this range is exceeded, the animal dies.
