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In the United Kingdom, there are some businesses controlled by the government and there are some private ones. This makes the UK a country with a mixed type of economy. The government do have an input on many businesses to ensure that there aren’t any monopolies in the market. They are controlled by the government to a certain extent, like Tesco can not buy out other leading supermarkets such as Asda and Sainsbury’s.
