Evaluating web-sites

There are six main criteria to evaluating a web site. The following headings will help you to perform an effective and valid evaluation of your chosen web sites.

Retail, Banking, E-commerce, Education, Information, Estate Agents, Game, Music.

Accuracy of web documents

· Who wrote the page and can you contact him or her?

· What is the purpose of the document and why was it produced?

· Is this person qualified to write this document?

· Make sure the author provides e-mail or a contact method

Authority of web documents

· Who published the document, check the domain of the document –‘.org,’ ‘.ac.uk’, ‘.edu’, ‘.go’ are all good.

· Does the publisher list his qualifications?

Objectivity of the document

· What goals/objectives does this site meet?

· How detailed is the information

· What opinions does the author express

Currency of web document

· When was the document produced?

· When was it updated?

· How often is it updated?

· How current are the links?

Coverage of the web documents

· Are the links evaluated and do they complement the documents theme?

· Is it all images or a balance of text and images?

· Is the information cited?

Ease of use

· Is it easy to navigate around the site? 

· Is the navigation intuitive?

· Do all the images load

· How long does it take to download?

· Are there any annoying features such as horizontal scroll bars, background sound or lots of advertisements/ pop-ups?
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
