
There are 150 local education authorities in England. They are part of a local authority                              or council and are held responsible for education within that council’s area.  LEA’s are   responsible for all state schools in that area they manage funding for all the schools, assign the number of places available and employ all the teachers. The LEA has three roles:
1. Guarantee the infrastructure of a universal school system. This means ensuring :
· Each and every child has a school place

· Children with special needs have correct help and support

· Planning changes in school population

· Children entitled to free school travel receive it

· Large school projects to be managed and funded

2. To pilot the education community, to set a visualization for education and  bring in different partners to bring about change and improvements

3. Monitor and challenge performance in schools. Even more importantly is able to offer support to heads, governors and teachers.


Governing bodies are in place in each sport to identify the way in which the sport operates through its associated clubs and societies.  Responsibilities are accepted by employed or voluntary workers within the governing bodies of sport, associated clubs and societies that they must take reasonable steps to recognize and control any risks associated with the sport. However these responsibilities do not provide a guarantee to participants, spectators and members of the public that accidents or injuries will not take place. Most activities involve some level of risk even when they have been identified and all reasonable safety measures have been put in place. In order to meet there legal obligations governing bodies must provide clubs and societies with adequate guidance on how to asses and control risks and demonstrate that they themselves have identified them.
