Football match
	We will mark out a 10 metre by 20 metre area and the kids will get into pairs. They will each be standing opposite eachother spaced out evenly in the area. At first, the kids will be allowed to touch the ball as many times as they like. After every minute, we will make it challenging by allowing just 3, 2 and then 1 touch passing.
In pairs, the kids will be at a distance from eachother. One of them will hold their hands out, and the other will try to shoot the ball into their partners’ hands. Unlike the passing drill, it will not be from a specific distance, once the partner receiving the ball catches it, they will throw the ball into an empty area and the shooter must run to the ball and shoot from where it lands. It will be a very intense activity as the shooter will be constantly running.
We will make the teams fair by placing 2 girls and 9 boys in each team. The students must demonstrate their passing and shooting skills.
	There will be plenty of space in the area because it’s important that it’s not crowded or else when a student doesn’t pass the ball on target, it may hit another student.
There will not be a marked area because when shooting, a lot of power is forced by the shooter and if it misses the target, it may well hit another student.

The student catching the ball will wear goal-keeper gloves for extra support and safety for their hands.

Students are expected to wear appropriate footwear. Astro-turf trainers or football boots. As well as shin pads to avoid any injuries during a tackle.

Goal keepers are required to do the same as other students and should wear goal keeper gloves
