Species in a Rainforest 

Many species of rainforest animals are in a danger and many other have gone extinct as the number of acres of rainforests on Earth decreases
As in any food web, there are more plant-eaters than meat-eaters (and many more plants than plant-eaters). There are also more small animals than large animals. Insects are the most numerous animals in rainforests. 

Although there is intense competition between animals, there is also interdependence. When one species goes extinct, it can affect an entire chain of other species and have unpredictable consequences.
So at the end it’s difficult for any species to survive there.

Biodiversity in a Rainforest 

We are losing Earth's greatest biological treasures just as we are beginning to appreciate their true value. Rainforests once covered 14% of the earth's land surface; now they cover a mere 6% and experts estimate that the last remaining rainforests could be consumed in less than 40 years.
One and one-half acres of rainforest are lost every second with tragic consequences for both developing and industrial countries.

Nearly half of the world's species of plants, animals and micro organisms will be destroyed or severely threatened over the next quarter century due to rainforest deforestation.
Rainforest Ratio in Species

1) 20 to 100 million species are found on Earth 
2) 40 to 75% of all species are found in the Rainforests 
3) 200,00 to 240,000 Square Kilometres of Rainforests Destroyed in 2000 
4) 17 to 25 Million Square Kilometres of original virgin Rainforests 
5) The x .555 is based on Island Biogeography In the first 90% of virgin Rainforests land area destroyed 50% of its species goes extinct = 9 / 5 = .555

In the last 10% of virgin Rainforests area - 50% of Rainforests species remain,
since there is still over 10% virgin Rainforests land area left the 9 / 5 applies.
